2. For what purpose does Jesus send out the seventy-two?

3. What are they supposed to take with them? What might be Jesus’ purpose in sending them empty-handed?

4. What instructions does Jesus give for when they are well-received? Why?

5. What instructions does Jesus give for when they are rejected? Again, why?

6. Describe the authority they have and the message they are to bring.

7. What was the result of their mission? What was their response? What was Jesus’ response?

Living the Truth of God’s Word

8. In what ways are you ‘sent’ into the world by Jesus?

9. What kind of hospitality or lack thereof are you receiving from those around you? How are you going to respond to that hospitality? How should we respond when we are not welcomed?

Praying Together

Application: Ask God to give you boldness in representing Jesus to those in your family, workplace, classroom, and neighborhood.

Personal requests: How can this group pray for you? Continue to pray for one person who you want to know Jesus as their Lord and Savior.

Ministry (within the church): Pray that your small group and our church would be a sending agent—equipping and sending workers into the Lord’s harvest field.

Mission (in the world): The harvest is plentiful. The workers are few. Pray for the Lord of the Harvest to send workers into his harvest field.
