Connect With One Another
Were there things that happened in your life this week where you were able to ‘bear fruit in keeping with repentance?

What talents or skills are you most confident in? What does success look like in that area of your life?

Study God’s Word

· Read Luke 5:1-11 aloud.

· Describe Simon. What has happened to him recently? (see vv. 4:38-39)

· How would Simon describe Jesus?

· What does Jesus ask Simon to do? What does Simon think about this? Why?

· What do you think Simon’s attitude was in agreeing to let out the nets again?

· Describe what happens next. What is Simon’s response?

· How does Jesus respond to Simon?

· What did the fishermen do then? What do you think about their response?

Living the Truth of God’s Word

· What area of your life is the hardest for you to give control over to Jesus?

· What has God done in that area of your life to prove he is Lord? If you can’t think of anything—what would it take to convince you that Jesus knows more about your area of expertise than you do?

· What does it mean for you to follow Jesus today? What do you need to leave behind?

Praying Together

· Application: Ask for God’s help in applying today’s passage to your life.
· Personal requests: How can this group pray for you?

· Ministry (within the church): Pray for small groups reconvening this fall, and for new groups that are forming for the first time. Pray that many people in our congregation will experience the fruit of being in community with one another.

· Mission (in the world): Pray for the continuing needs of the victims of the hurricanes in the Gulf States. Pray for a generous response by the church. Pray for one person in your life that you would like to invite into the community of the Savior.
