4. Teaching them to obey what Jesus has commanded. V.20
5. Jesus is always present in the life of His disciples. V. 20



Mark 16:15-18
1 –V. 15

2 – Those who believe and are baptized will be saved
Those who do not believe will be condemned. V. 16
3 – Signs will accompany those who believe. Vs. 17-18
- In Jesus’ name drive out demons 
- Speak new tongues
- Pick up snakes with their hands
- If they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt
- Place hands on sick people and they will get well
4 – The disciples went out and preached everywhere.
The Lord worked with them 
Confirming his word by the signs that accompanied it. V.20



Mark 16:15-18



Luke 24:47-49
1 –V.47

2 – You are witnesses of these things, v. 48
3 – I am going to send you what my Father has promised; v. 49
4 – But stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on 
high. V.49
